3. Essays may deal with all types of community issues: recycling, the police, keeping neighbor-

hoods attractive, snow removal, parks and recreation, housing needs, etc.  Originality and cre-

ativity of thought will be considered. 

4. The authorôs name, address, school and teacherôs name must appear on the back. 

5. Entries must be received at Horace City Hall no later than 4 PM on Friday, February 23, 2018.

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Mayor Peterson : The State of the City 

This is the time of the year to reflect on the activities within the city over the past year. A little over a year 
ago, the council came up with a list of goals we wanted to accomplish in 2017. I have spent the last few 
days reflecting on our progress.  

More transparency of city government  

One my goals was more transparency in what is happening with city government. The council decided to 
remodel the meeting room at city hall, add an audio visual system to help with presentations and able to 
broadcast city meetings via FaceBook. The meetings are recorded so they can be viewed on demand. We 
also updated the city website, now more information is available to residents. We added a ñNotify Meò sec-
tion to enable you to be notified of both critical and non-critical events happening in Horace. 

Envision Horace  

The council wanted to involve the residents of our city to help the future of Horace. We held meeting month-
ly to discuss what we liked about Horace and the needs of the city going forward. The discussions covered 
many topics. We plan to have a few more meetings in 2018 to present some of the ideas that came out of 
these conversations.  

The sewer line hook-up to Fargo 

After completing a review of options for the city to expand the sewer system, connecting to Fargo was the 
most cost-effective solution. A portion of the line was installed this past fall. The second phase of the project 
will be installed this spring. Once this hookup is complete, the new developments will be able to have sewer 
service. In 2018 we will be opening the discussion of a possible hookup to city sewer with subdivisions with-
in Horace that currently have private septic systems.  

City Staffing additions  

The council spent time last year evaluating current and future city staffing needs. Our city has grown a lot, it 
was determined the city needed to add more staff. Considerable time was spent to determine whether these 
positions could be filled by contracting or whether these were full time positions. It was unavoidable, we 
needed a City Administrator to take care of the daily activities of running the city. We also hired an Assistant 
City Auditor to help handle the extra work load. The council will be continuing to evaluate future staffing 
needs as the city continues to grow.  

Bean Days 

Horace Community Bean Days was brought back in August. In 2017, we limited it to an Ice Cream Social 
on Friday night, Saturday activities, culminating with a street dance between Big Ervôs and the Horace Fire 
Hall. Everyone seemed to enjoy the event, with many people present for the morning parade and the street 
dance. We plans to continue Horace Bean Days in 2018 and beyond. 

Ordinance updates and changes 

The council, along with Planning and Zoning, have spent many hours reviewing current city ordinances to 
ensure they are up to date. We have updated several in 2017 and will be adding a few new ones to help 
guide future development in the city. 

Some of the city goals for 2017 are still in progress and will be completed in 2018. We are conducting a re-
view of city needs and will be adding more goals for 2018. Overall, we have accomplished a lot in 2017 and 
should be proud of where our city is today. We are looking forward to 2018 and excited about what more we 
can accomplish for you.
