After growing up on a farm by Kathryn ND and attending and working at UND, we lived 

in the Minneapolis metro area for 10 years.  We decided to raise our children in North 

Dakota and moved to Horace 16 years ago.  

Why do you want to be Mayor? 
There are numerous issues within the community that need to be addressed that have 

been put off for far too long. The infrastructure (water and sewer) issue is one of those issues, along with 
the lack of transparency between the city and the community.  
 
Horace also needs to be more involved in metro wide meetings/groups regarding growth and expansion 
into the Horace community and infrastructure so we can be proactive rather than reactive in our plan-
ning. One of the other things I want to focus on is balancing the feeling of a tightly knit community along 
with promoting a business friendly climate in Horace.

We moved to Horace in March of 2010 just before our third daughter was born. 

Why are you running for City Council?  I have been on the Horace Park Board since the fall of 
2010, initially to serve out the term of a board member who moved out of Horace. In that time, I have 
seen firsthand the challenges facing us. In addition to the normal Park Board member duties, I have 

represented the City as an associate member of the FM Metro COG Board and on several other committees related 
to infrastructure, which has given me an understanding of how our neighboring cities function. In my job as a civil/
structural engineer, I have served on committees related to infrastructure with the FMWF Chamber of Commerce and 
the Greater FM Economic Development Corporation, which has helped me develop relationships throughout the FM 
area. In my personal life, I have been active in the Knights of Columbus and will finish my two year term as the Grand 
Knight at Sts. Anne & Joachim Church at the end of June. In summary, Iôm running for City Council because I want to 
help Horace in any way I can, and my personal and professional background give me the confidence that I can be an 
effective member of the City Council. 

What are your thoughts on the future growth of Horace? As long as landowners are willing to sell to develop-
ers, growth is going to happen, and potentially very quickly. By 2021, we could have a new West Fargo School cam-
pus along County Road 17 as well as two projects Fargo is pursuing:  a bridge over I-29 on 64

th
 Avenue, and an I-29 

Interchange at 76
th
 Avenue. These all will have an impact on where and how fast Horace grows. There are many 

challenges and concerns with growth - I have three I would emphasize. First that the development occurs in an orga-
nized way to ensure we donôt have residential properties negatively affected by commercial or industrial develop-
ment. Second that we encourage and support commercial and industrial development to develop a tax base, other 
than property taxes and special assessments, to help fund the infrastructure growth and long term maintenance of 
the City. And third, the City needs to be proactive in planning for what will be needed in the future, such as purchas-
ing land for future facility needs as the growth happens (e.g. will need a larger city hall at some point, more mainte-
nance facilities, equipment, and staff, park facilities, etc.) Growth will be challenging, but it can be successful for all of 
us if done the right way.
